WHAT IS A BLUEPRINT?

THE WORD BLUEPRINT MEANS:

- A guide for making something — it's a design or pattern that can be followed.

- A process that allows rapid and accurate reproduction.

- A process unable to reproduce colour or shades of grey.

- A series of steps to be carried out or goals to be accomplished.

A BLUEPRINT IS A DESIGN PATTERN TO BUILD SOMETHING RAPIDLY AND 

ACCURATELY.

A BETTER WORD FOR A BLUEPRINT IS A PLAN, BECAUSE PLANS ARE NEEDED TO 

CONSTRUCT THINGS.

WERE INTO BUILDING STRONG, HEALTHY AND GODLY RELATIONSHIPS WITH 
EACH ANOTHER.

Acts 2:1-47 NKJV

“When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one 
place. And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, 
and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. Then there appeared to them 
divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. And they were all filled 
with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues,

as the Spirit gave them utterance. And there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, 
devout men, from every nation under heaven. And when this sound occurred, the 
multitude came together, and were confused, because everyone heard them speak 
in his own language. Then they were all amazed and marveled, saying to one 
another, “Look, are not all these who speak Galileans? And how is it that we hear, 
each in our own language in which we were born? Parthians and Medes and 
Elamites, those dwelling in Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 
Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya adjoining Cyrene, visitors from 
Rome, both Jews and proselytes, Cretans and Arabs—we hear them speaking in our 
own tongues the wonderful works of God.” So they were all amazed and perplexed, 
saying to one another, “Whatever could this mean?” Others mocking said, “They 
are full of new wine.” But Peter, standing up with the eleven, raised his voice and

said to them, “Men of Judea and all who dwell in Jerusalem, let this be known to 
you, and heed my words. For these are not drunk, as you suppose, since it is only 
the third hour of the day.

But this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel: ‘And it shall come to pass in the 
last days, says God, That I will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your 
daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see visions, Your old men shall 
dream dreams. And on My menservants and on My maidservants I will pour out My 
Spirit in those days; And they shall prophesy. I will show wonders in heaven above 
And signs in the earth beneath: Blood and fire and vapor of smoke. The sun shall be 
turned into darkness, And the moon into blood, Before the coming of the great and 
awesome day of the LORD. And it shall come to pass That whoever calls

on the name of the LORD Shall be saved.’ “Men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of 
Nazareth, a Man attested by God to you by miracles, wonders, and signs which God 
did through Him in your midst, as you yourselves also know— Him, being delivered 
by the determined purpose and foreknowledge of God, you have taken by lawless 
hands, have crucified, and put to death; whom God raised up, having loosed the 
pains of death, because it was not possible that He should be held by it.

For David says concerning Him: ‘I foresaw the LORD always before my face, For He 
is at my right hand, that I may not be shaken. Therefore my heart rejoiced, and my 
tongue was glad; Moreover my flesh also will rest in hope. For You will not leave my 
soul in Hades, Nor will You allow Your Holy One to see corruption. You have made 
known to me the ways of life; You will make me full of joy in Your presence.’

“Men and brethren, let me speak freely to you of the patriarch David, that he is 
both dead and buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. Therefore, being a 
prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that of the fruit of 
his body, according to the flesh, He would raise up the Christ to sit on his throne, 
he, foreseeing this, spoke concerning the resurrection of the Christ, that His soul 
was not left in Hades, nor did His flesh see corruption.

Then Peter said to them, “Repent, and let every one of you be 
baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive 
the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the promise is to you and to your children, and to all 
who are afar off, as many as the Lord our God will call.”

And with many other words he testified and exhorted them, saying, “Be saved from 
this perverse generation.” Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; 
and that day about three thousand souls were added to them. And they continued 
steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread,

done through the apostles. Now all who believed were together, and had all things 
in common, and sold their possessions and goods, and divided them among all, as 
anyone had need. So continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking 
bread from house to house, they ate their food with gladness and simplicity of 
heart, praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord added to the 
church daily those who were being saved.”

AND SAID TO THEM.

The characteristics of a builder

We are here to do a job for the Kingdom of God. To establish it and to build it. 
There has been some great builders that have gone before us and that are with us 
today and we can learn from them. What are the characteristics that every good 
builder possesses?



1. Builders know what they are building

This may be obvious, but a good builder knows the end goal, they know what they 
are building and which materials they are using. In the Kingdom our bricks are 
people.
We are not using bricks we are making them. You can’t use just any brick to build a 
strong structure, not every person is automatically a brick that can be used in the 
building. The brick needs to be made of the right stuff. So the bricks need to be 
prepared.



1 Chronicles 22:2 NLT

Preparations for the Temple
So David gave orders to call together the foreigners living in Israel, and he assigned 
them the task of preparing finished stone for building the Temple of God.

Discipleship is preparation to be used by God. 
Jesus discipled His guys to prepare them.



1 Peter 2:4-5 NKJV

The Chosen Stone and His Chosen People
Coming to Him as to a living stone, rejected indeed by men, but chosen by God and 
precious, you also, as living stones, are being built up a spiritual house, a holy 
priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.

You are a living stone to be built up for God’s purposes. Be a strong stone that 
withstand the elements.



2. Builders are prepared people

Builders plan well because they are invested in the building process. People that 
don’t plan are just showing that they don’t really believe it’s going to happen.

Luke 14:31-33 TPT

“Have you ever heard of a commander[a] who goes out to war without first sitting 
down with strategic planning to determine the strength of his army to win the 
war[b] against a stronger opponent? If he knows he doesn’t stand a chance of 
winning the war, the wise commander will send out delegates to ask for the terms 
of peace. Likewise, unless you surrender all to me, giving up all you possess, you 
cannot be one of my disciples.



You can’t execute well if you didn’t prepare well

An unprepared Homecell meeting won’t grow. A prepared HC will grow. Is the 
atmosphere prepared? Is the food prepared? Are the chairs prepared? Are people’s 
hearts prepared?

Don’t be a cowboy when it comes to building, take pride in your building. Don’t be 
a lazy planner, don’t lie to yourself and say you're not organised, learn to be 
organised. A builder will learn whichever skills are necessary in order to build, they 
won’t sit in their excuses.



3. A builder follows the pattern

1 Corinthians 3:10-13 TPT

God has given me unique gifts[a] as a skilled master builder[b] who lays a good 
foundation. Afterward another craftsman comes and builds on it. So builders 
beware! Let every builder do his work carefully, according to God’s standards. For 
no one is empowered to lay an alternative foundation other than the good 
foundation that exists, which is Jesus Christ! The quality of materials used by 
anyone building on this foundation will soon be made apparent, whether it has 
been built with gold, silver, and costly stones,[c] or wood, hay, and straw. Their 
work will soon become evident, for the Day[d] will make it clear, because it will be 
revealed by blazing fire! And the fire will test and prove the workmanship of each 
builder.



We have a blueprint, a pattern at CRC how we build, through Homecell. We have 
strategy how to carry out this plan. It works, it's proven by fruit. Don’t try and 
change it. We are teaching you how to build with gold, silver and costly stone so 
what you build will last.

When hard times come don’t throw the plan out the window. In fact that is when it 
is the most crucial to stick to the plan, don’t let emotions cause you to boycott the 
building plan, it affects everyone not just you.



4. Builders use their resources

Builders are contributors in every and any way possible. A builder understands that 
my increase is for a purpose, God’s blessing on my life is for a purpose.

You don’t become a builder by giving, you give because you're a builder.

People that aren’t 100% surrendered in their giving of finances, time & gifting will 
never build in a sustained manner. Your giving reflects where your heart is and if 
your money is not in your building then that reflects that your heart is not in your 
building



Matthew 6:19-21 AMP

“Do not store up for yourselves [material] treasures on earth, where moth and rust 
destroy, and where thieves break in and steal. But store up for yourselves treasures 
in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroys, and where thieves do not break 
in and steal; for where your treasure is, there your heart [your wishes, your desires; 
that on which your life centers] will be also.



5. Builders build with excellence
    Builders don’t just care about what they build, they care about how they build

Colossians 3:23-24 AMP

Whatever you do [whatever your task may be], work from the soul [that is, put in 
your very best effort], as [something done] for the Lord and not for men, knowing 
[with all certainty] that it is from the Lord [not from men] that you will receive the 
inheritance which is your [greatest] reward. It is the Lord Christ whom you 
[actually] serve.

Some of us focus on tasks that are seen and give less to unseen things. God is 
actually looking at how you handle the smaller unseen things to qualify you. You 
can trick people in public but you can’t trick God in private.



Builders focus on the detail. The small things. If you only show up for the big 
things you will never build great.

Luke 16:10 NLT

“If you are faithful in little things, you will be faithful in large ones. But if you are 
dishonest in little things, you won’t be honest with greater responsibilities.

Doing things as unto God to the best of your ability is what true builders do.



6. Builders Sacrifice with a smile

A builder doesn’t mind sacrificing things they love for purpose. A builder doesn’t 
mind temporary loss for eternal gain. Builders use issues and life’s hardships to 
strengthen them to build stronger. The opposite to this is using life’s hardships as 
an excuse to back out of building. We are not building an earthly thing that only has 
earthly value. We are building an eternal thing that has eternal value.



Matthew 16:24-26 AMP

Discipleship Is Costly

Then Jesus said to His disciples, "If anyone wishes to follow Me [as My disciple], he 
must deny himself [set aside selfish interests], and take up his cross [expressing a 
willingness to endure whatever may come] and follow Me [believing in Me, 
conforming to My example in living and, if need be, suffering or perhaps dying 
because of faith in Me]. For whoever wishes to save his life [in this world] will 
[eventually] lose it [through death], but whoever loses his life [in this world] for My 
sake will find it [that is, life with Me for all eternity]. For what will it profit a man if 
he gains the whole world [wealth, fame, success], but forfeits his soul? Or what will 
a man give in exchange for his soul?



7. Builders pursue wisdom

Proverbs 24:3-4 The Passion Translation

Wise people are builders[a]—they build families, businesses, communities. And 
through intelligence and insight their enterprises are established and endure. 
Because of their skilled leadership, the hearts[b] of people are filled with the 
treasures of wisdom and the pleasures of spiritual wealth.

Builders are wise and wise people are builders.
If you pursue money over wisdom, then again you may just be enthusiastic about 
God but not a builder.



8. Builders understand Consistency and Time are an asset

Consistency over time is the greatest momentum creator you will ever experience. 
Doing big things sometimes is not more effective than little things all the time. 
Running as fast as you can for 6 months will not be more beneficial than someone 
walking for 10 years.

Fruit multiplication sum

Who produces the most apples for the Kingdom? 
30 apples produced over 2 years
60 apples produced over 30 years
If you build consistently, for long enough, what you are building will gain 
momentum and grow.



Everyone has great ideas few have the consistency to see them through.

9. Builders reproduce

John 15:8 New Living Translation

When you produce much fruit, you are my true disciples. This brings great glory to 
my Father.

Reproduction is key. 
If you look around you and you can’t see spiritual reproduction then maybe you're 
not a builder, just an enthusiastic member. It’s no good having 100 members but no 
disciples that have been reproduced.



10. Builders never quit

James 1:2-4 MSG

Faith Under Pressure
Consider it a sheer gift, friends, when tests and challenges come at you from all 
sides. You know that under pressure, you faith-life is forced into the open and 
shows its true colors. So don’t try to get out of anything prematurely. Let it do its 
work so you become mature and well-developed, not deficient in any way.

No matter what season of life we are in, builders build. As life goes on we 
experience lots of different adjustments to our schedules, could be marriage, or 
kids, or job promotions or job losses. A builder will always adapt and adjust to 
these to enable the building to continue because that what builders do, they build.



Builders don’t give up or back down or sit down, they get up, show up and build up.

11. Builders are craftsmen

Not labourers. There’s a finesse that’s involved in building and leading people. We 
can’t just deal with everyone the same with the same tone. We need to keep the 
message the same but we need to package it correctly, let me give you an example



If you’re speaking to a:

D personality - Hey, do this

I personality - Hey, how are you? Would mind helping me out with something, I 
know you’re good at this so that’s why I’m asking you

S personality - Hey, There’s something that we need to do that will help the Church 
massively, there’s a few guys helping and John will lead the task, are you able to 
help?

C personality - Hey, hope you’re good, next Monday at 10:15am I need a quick 
hand, it will take approx 25 mins in total and it will be at the church office, are you 
able to help?



We are working with people not robots. If people were robots you could treat them 
like robots but they're not, they are people so you need to treat them like people. It 
takes longer and more finesse, but a builder understands that without people they 
can’t build anything, it's like trying to build a wall without bricks - good luck with 
that.

Jesus didn’t speak the same to everyone, He had a tone and way with His disciples 
that was different to His tone towards the Pharisees which was again different to 
His tone for example to the women at the well.
He didn’t come to us a robot, He came with finesse and compassion towards 
people



12. It’s in the detail

The difference between Boohoo Man and Balenciaga or Louis Vuitton is the detail. 
Remembering someone’s name, meeting someone in a time of need, blessing 
someone with something you know they need makes all the difference. Builders 
know this and builders do this.

The difference between multiplying your Homecell every year more than once and 
multiplying just about every 3 years is all in the detail. The follow ups, the prayer, 
the sticking to the programme, the inviting people even when you don’t feel like it, 
sacrificing date night to baptise someone.

Every little detail adds up to the finished product. Often little details aren’t often 
noticed but they are always missed.

Mark 4:3-9 TPT

“Consider this: A sower went out to sow. As he sowed some fell along the beaten 
path and soon the birds came and ate it.  Some fell onto gravel with no topsoil and 
quickly sprouted since the soil had no depth.  But when the days grew hot, the 
sprouts were scorched and withered because they had insufficient roots.  Some fell 
among the thorns, and the thorns grew up and choked it, and it yielded no fruit. 
But some fell onto good, rich soil that kept producing a good harvest. Some yielded 
thirty, some sixty—and some a hundredfold! If you understand this, then you need 
to respond.



Mark 4:13 - 20 TPT 

Then he said to them, “If you don’t understand this parable, how will you 
understand any parable?  Let me explain: The farmer sows the message of the 
kingdom.  What falls on the beaten path represents those who hear the message, 
but immediately Satan appears and snatches it from their hearts.  And what is sown 
on gravel represents those who hear the message and receive it joyfully,  but 
because their hearts fail to sink a deep root, they don’t endure for long. For when 
trouble or persecution comes on account of the message, they immediately wilt 
and fall away.  And what is sown among thorns represents those who hear the 
message,  but they allow the cares of this life and the seduction of wealth and the 
desires for other things to crowd out and choke the message so that it produces 
nothing.



Hebrews 13:1-3 NLT

Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a huge crowd of witnesses to the life of 
faith, let us strip off every weight that slows us down, especially the sin that so 
easily trips us up. And let us run with endurance the race God has set before us. We 
do this by keeping our eyes on Jesus, the champion who initiates and perfects our 
faith. Because of the joy awaiting him, he endured the cross, disregarding its 
shame. Now he is seated in the place of honor beside God’s throne. Think of all the 
hostility he endured from sinful people;[c] then you won’t become weary and give 
up.



Hebrews 12:3-5 (NLT) 

And have you forgotten the encouraging words God spoke to you as his children? 
He said,
My child, don’t make light of the Lord’s discipline,
and don’t give up when he corrects you.
For the Lord disciplines those he loves,
and he punishes each one he accepts as his child.

So take a new grip with your tired hands and strengthen your weak knees. Mark 
out a straight path for your feet so that those who are weak and lame will not fall 
but become strong.

15 Look after each other so 
that none of you fails to receive the grace of God. Watch out that no poisonous 
root of bitterness grows up to trouble you, corrupting many.  Make sure that no 
one is immoral or godless like Esau, who traded his birthright as the firstborn son 
for a single meal. You know that afterward, when he wanted his father’s blessing, 
he was rejected. It was too late for repentance, even though he begged with bitter 
tears.

You have not come to a physical mountain,[h] to a place of flaming fire, darkness, 
gloom, and whirlwind, as the Israelites did at Mount Sinai.  For they heard an 
awesome trumpet blast and a voice so terrible that they begged God to stop 
speaking. They staggered back under God’s command: “If even an animal touches 
the mountain, it must be stoned to death.”Moses himself was so frightened at the 
sight that he said, “I am terrified and trembling.”

 No, you have come to Mount Zion, to the city of the living God, the heavenly 
Jerusalem, and to countless thousands of angels in a joyful gathering.  You have 
come to the assembly of God’s firstborn children, whose names are written in 
heaven. You have come to God himself, who is the judge over all things.
